2.1. Explanation of warnings

» At least two persons must be present to erect the door

arrangement when setting them up and that they are
aligned at right angles to each other.

» Hang the C-rail on both sides into the pre-mounted
sheet metal screws above the frame foot.

» Position the pre-assembled frame inside the
passageway opening.

» When aligning the frame, ensure that the correct
dimensions from the installation drawing are adhered
to.

» After completing the installation, check the alignment
and correct fastening.

» Repeat the process on the opposite frame.
